(vi) standards for or the prohibition of the
manufacture of locally manufactured bio­
logical or chemical products used for '[he
control of any animal disease:

(vii) requiring persons in charge of vessels or air­
craft arriving in Seychelles with animals to
enter into sureties for compliance with this
Act;
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(i) making provisions for animals in transit through Sey­
chelles.

23. The Minister may prescribe by regulations--:-

(a) fees for the issue of licences under this Act;

(b) fees for the examination of animals carried out
under this Act;

(c) fees and charges for drugs or vaccines supplied by
the Government for the treatment of animals;

(d) fees and charges for keeping animals in quaran­
tine (including feeding" ; or

(e) fees and charges for or in connection with any ser­
vices rendered under this Act.

PAIn VIII.-PENALTIES ETC.

24. (1) A person guilty of an offence against this Act is
liable to imprisonment for 2 years and to a fine of R. 5,000.

(2) Where a person is convicted of an offence under this
Act, the court may, in addition to or instead of imposing
any other punishment, order that

(i) the animal, carcase, or animal product in respect of
which that offence was committed shall be forfe ted
to the Government;

(ii) the personconvicted or the owner of tha't animal, car­
case or animal product, shall pay to the Government
such sum as the court considers reasonable to cover
the expenses of or connected with its removal to the
place of detention, and in the case of an animal the
cost of its maintenance during that detention, and un-
less that sum is paid within a reasonable time speci­
fied in the order, the animal, carcase or animal pro­
duct shall be forfeited to the Government.

25. (1) Notwithstanding any other written law, an ani­
mal or thing forfeited or confiscated under this Act shall
be disposed of in accordance with the instructions of the
Minister.
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(2) Where an animal or thing is disposed of in terms of
this section. a person with any rights in that animal or
thing shall not be entitled to an accounting or to com­
sation for its value.

PAin IX.-REPEAL

26. (I) The Animals (Diseases and Importation) Act is re­
pealed.

(2) Ali statutory instruments made under the Animals
(Diseases and Importation) Act and in force immediately
prior to the coming in 0 operaton of this Act shall con­
tinue in force but may be amended or revoked by a statu­

4. if counter-notice is given in terms of paragraph :. the value of the animal
shall be determined after consideration of the first valuation and of the rea­
sons in the counter-notice by a second ollicer appointed by the Minister. and
his valuation shall be final.
